9 Parts of Speech
1.  Noun – names a person, place, thing, or idea (common/proper, singular/plural, possessives, predicate nouns)

2. Pronoun – replaces the name of a person, place, thing, or idea in a sentence (subject and object pronouns, pronoun antecedent agreement, possessive and reflexive pronouns)

3. Verb – tells a noun’s action or state of being (action, linking, main, helping, irregular, tense – present, past, future)

4. Adjective – describes (tell all about it () a noun or pronoun (size, shape, odor, taste, texture, appearance)

5. Article – comes before a noun in a sentence and sometimes shows if the noun refers to a specific or general person, place, or thing
6. Adverb – tells how, how often, when, or where; it can describe a verb, an adjective, or another adverb

7. Preposition – shows the relationship (direction, time, or placement) between a noun or pronoun and another word in a sentence

8. Conjunction – joins two ideas or shows the relationship between two parts of a sentence 

9. Interjection – expresses strong emotion and is often followed by an exclamation point
