4.  You must write 2 sentences describing your personal learning style.   In each sentence you must include at least one verb, one adjective, and one adverb.  Make sure you box your verb, underline the adverb, and circle either the adjective or adverb that it is describing. 

5.  You must write 2 sentences about your experiences at school.   Each one of these sentences must contain an adjective, and adverb, a noun, and a verb.  Make sure to label these individual parts.
