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POINT OF VIEW…
Is the perspective, or vantage point, from which a story is told. It is either a narrator outside of the story or a character in the story. Point of view is usually identified as the “person” or narrator 

who is telling the story. There are several types of point of view.

· FIRST PERSON point of view is told by a character who is in the story and uses the first person pronouns, I, me, my, we. A first person narrator can tell the reader everything he/she is feeling, seeing, and doing in the story.

· SECOND PERSON point of view is told by a narrator who uses the pronoun you. This point of view is not very common.

· THIRD PERSON point of view is told by a narrator using the third person pronouns, he, she, they. The narrator relates the inner thoughts and feelings of only one character and everything is viewed from that character’s perspective. A third person point of view is a narrator in the story.

· THIRD PERSON OMNISCIENT point of view is also told by a narrator using the pronouns he, she, they. However, the narrator is outside of the story and knows and tells what each character thinks and feels. The word omniscient means all knowing.
ANALYSIS OF POINT OF VIEW…
is understanding how the perspective from which the story is told effects the plot, setting, mood, character, and theme of a story.
